1 Background 

The Danube brings together the history of Europe. Humankind used the Danube from the very 

beginning as a promising place to live and to make business. Today, the Danube region is rich 

in cultural and natural heritage. The project Transdanube Travel Stories recognises tourism as 

important option to use this heritage and play an important role in regional development, 

especially in the remote regions of the Danube region. However, there is still little awareness 

of the Danube macro-region as a touristic area with rich natural and cultural heritage. European 

Cultural Routes and other networks are a first step towards transnational cooperation. They 

focus strongly on preservation, not offering innovative touristic products at the destinations or 

along trails, nor including sustainable mobility into their existing touristic products. Resultant, 

tourists rather drive from one site to the next by car, lacking deeper understanding for the 

region and appreciation of the sites.  

 

The project main objective is to support sustainable tourism development by applying 

innovative promotion concepts (new narratives) and existing mobility management 

tools. The objective is supported by activities to position the sites´ heritage within the wider 

context of the Danube macro-region with tools to experience this heritage building up a 

Danube memory (narratives). Mobility management includes ways to inform tourists about 

how to get to the region and around by other means than individual transport. Additionally, to 

the development of institutions (product clubs, mobility centres) and instruments (mobility 

plans, narratives, apps etc.), the achievement of the main objective is supported by cooperation, 

capitalisation and promotion activities that present the Danube region as touristic area at 

international conferences. 

 

The project is aiming at three specific objectives:  

1. Employ innovative (more holistic) promotion approaches 

2. Integrate sustainable mobility management measures/tools in route and destination management 

3. Advance institutional capacity by sharing experience and capitalizing results among relevant 

stakeholders 

 

How to integrate sustainable mobility management measures/tools in route and 

destination management? 

Mobility management includes ways to inform tourists about how to get to a specific 

destination and more around within the destination by other means than individual motorized 

transport.  

Mobility management uses three important instruments:  
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1. Mobility Manager - take overall responsibility for developing and introducing mobility management 

2. Mobility Centre - is the operating unit at the urban/regional level 

3. Mobility Plan - most common instrument for site Mobility Management 

The project is addressing these three instruments with different activities:  

1. Mobility management trainings will provide relevant stakeholders with the necessary knowledge 

and skills to develop and introduce mobility management at the destination and trail level. The 

people trained will become Mobility managers 

2. Mobility managers could be used to provide all relevant information to tourists and to coordinate 

the activities in the field of sustainable tourism mobility management in a region. They can do that 

in different positions and locations. One possibility would be to establish a mobility centre which 

can be approached by tourists in order to get the necessary information (either via the internet, via 

phone or in person). The guideline elaborated as well as the experiences gained when establishing 

12 mobility centres in the course of the Transdanube.Pearls project can be used by the partners to 

establish a mobility centre at their destination.  

3. Mobility plans or in the case of this project Sustainable Tourism Mobility Plans (STOMPs). These 

STOMPs will be the focus of this guideline.  

 

What is a Sustainable Tourism Mobility Plan (STOMP)? 

STOMPs will provide the strategic background for improving mobility services on trail and 

destination level. The implementation of the necessary mobility management measures on 

route/network level will be supported by installing mobility managers. These persons will 

organise necessary mobility services and coordinate activities of different partners aiming the 

overall improvement of the sustainable transport system.  

The STOMPs will therefore be the working programme for the mobility managers. Besides that, 

the STOMPs provide a valuable collection of information which can be used to design green 

travel products.  

 

Building upon the 6 stories, for each of the 6 resultant trails a STOMP will be elaborated by the 

responsible project partners. These are:  

• Tourism Board Linz (LT) 

• West Pannon Regional and Economic Development (WP) 

• Institute for Culture, Tourism and Sport Murska Sobota (IC) 

• Croatian Association for Tourism and Rural Development „The Village Membership 

Club” (CA) 

• Association for promoting tourism in Oradea and its region (OR) 

• DANUBEPARKS Network (DP) 

 

Once the approximate outline of the story is set and the destinations are chosen, the trail 

appears and will be assessed according to its accessibility by sustainable means of transport.

Before we start working, we should make sure that we have a common understanding 

regarding the most important terms.   
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2 Definitions and specifications 

2.1 Stories, trails, and destinations  

Stories 

The project is expected to come up with 6 stories in the Danube region.  

• All stories follow the same standard and script (see Annex 1) 

• Each story shall evolve along the trail and reflect in each destination. Therefore, the story shall 

include a specific script (see Annex 1) 

• The stories shall include destinations out of the destination-pool (defined by the partners) that 

reflect the story. 

• In every story that will be developed, the four meta-narratives (“change", "connect", "relax", 

"discover “) should be represented. The destinations (chosen from the pool of destinations 

defined above) included derive from the story. 

 

Trail 

We call the routes, that follow the stories “TRAILS”, to differentiate from the cultural routes 

also involved in this project. (like the St. Martin of Tours-Route, the Route of emperors and 

kings, the Route of Jewish heritage, etc.).  

• Each trail follows a different story.  

• For each trail, the responsible partner has to elaborate a STOMP 

• Each trail can be travelled along by sustainable means of transport.  

• All included destinations and sites of a specific trail have to be accessible!  

• Potentially, sustainable transport can be part of the story: train ride in an old Art Nouveau train 

carriage, pilgrimage by walking, cycling for experiencing nature, bus ride to encounter local 

people, ship to experience ancient-day travelling etc. 

 

Destination 

A destination is a village or town where a point of interest selected to tell a specific part of a 

story is located. Destinations shall be chosen that can be reached in a consecutive way and 

which therefore define a certain trail. Destinations can be combined from different cultural 

routes and thematic backgrounds (cluster of themes) according to the story.  

 

Point of interest  

A point of interest in this project is a location representing a specific touristic attraction within 

a destination (e.g., a museum, a nature park, an architectural highlight). It is this specific point 

of interest where a specific part of a story will be told by a guide/an app / experienced by the 

tourist. One destination normally offers a larger set of points of interest, but it might be only 

one or few of them that are relevant for the story. It is these point(s) of interest that will be 

visited by the tourist. Besides the point of interest relevant for the story, a tourist might 
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need/want to visit other points of interest e.g., a hotel, a restaurant or a railway station. This is 

why beside the point of interest level; the level of destination is relevant for the STOMPs.  

 

2.2 (Sustainable) transport and mobility 

The term mobility commonly describes the movability and the actual movement of people 

and goods. Transport related mobility takes into account that part of mobility which generates 

traffic. Mobility in this sense comprises the movement of people/goods from a location to 

another, creating traffic. For those people/goods are using different modes of transport 

including air, rail, road, water, cable, pipeline, and space. 

We are focusing on the sustainable mobility of people – freight transport is NOT taken 

into account. 

 

There are many definitions of the sustainable transport, and of the related terms sustainable 

transportation and sustainable mobility. The European Union Council of Ministers of 

Transport defines a sustainable transportation system as one that: 

• Allows the basic access and development needs of individuals, companies, and society to be met 

safely and in a manner consistent with human and ecosystem health and promotes equity within 

and between successive generations. 

• Is Affordable, operates fairly and efficiently, offers a choice of transport mode, and supports a 

competitive economy, as well as balanced regional development. 

• Limits emissions and waste within the planet’s ability to absorb them, uses renewable resources at 

or below their rates of generation, and uses non-renewable resources at or below the rates of 

development of renewable substitutes, while minimizing the impact on the use of land and the 

generation of noise. 

With the activities of our project, we are focusing on energy efficiency, multimodal travel 

chains including train, bus, bike, hiking and shipping. 

 

2.3 Sustainable tourism (mobility)  

The world tourism organization defines sustainable tourism as:  

"Tourism that takes full account of its current and future economic, social and environmental 

impacts, addressing the needs of visitors, the industry, the environment and host 

communities"1 

Sustainable tourism should:

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o Make optimal use of environmental resources that constitute a key element in tourism development, 

maintaining essential ecological processes and helping to conserve natural heritage and biodiversity. 

o Respect the socio-cultural authenticity of host communities, conserve their built and living cultural 

heritage and traditional values, and contribute to inter-cultural understanding and tolerance. 

o Ensure viable, long-term economic operations, providing socio-economic benefits to all 

stakeholders that are fairly distributed, incl. stable employment and income-earning opportunities 

and social services to host communities and contributing to poverty alleviation. 2 

As 50 % - 75 % of environmental impacts of tourism are caused by transport (air pollutants, 

noise, greenhouse gas emissions, land take, damage of landscape and villages)3, sustainable 

mobility in tourism is a very important component of sustainable tourism development. 

Sustainable tourism needs sustainable access and mobility: zero emissions, healthy and 

environmentally friendly, energy efficient and carbon neutral, comfortable and flexible from 

home door to hotel door 

 

Following up on the project Transdanube and Transdanube.Pearls we continue to support the 

common vision signed by more than 70 stakeholders from the tourism and transport sector 

from the Danube region:  

The common vision and aim is to develop a Danube region, which provides socially fair, economically 

viable, environmentally friendly and health promoting mobility and tourism for citizens and guests of the 

region by developing of climate friendly, low carbon and low-emission, multimodal and efficient transport 

systems and sustainable tourism services based on renewable energy sources, saving energy and resources, 

preserving natural and cultural heritage and taking care of the sensitive Danube ecosystems and 

landscapes while at the same time ensuring sustainable regional development and offering new chances 

for green economy and green jobs in the region. To this end we will strengthen our endeavours, dedicate 

resources, and develop further our collaborations to promote the practical implementation of our common 

vision.

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Based on these definitions and specifications the following principles need to be applied for 

the elaboration of the STOMPs:  

1. The focus areas of the STOMPs are the trails including the transport nodes necessary to getting 

there and away. Each trail consists of a set of points of interest in selected destinations that reflect 

the story 

2. The STOMP should include information about the possibilities to travel the respective trail by 

sustainable means of transport.  

3. Sustainable means of transport (or sustainable mobility services) including train, bus, bike, hiking 

and shipping 

4. STOMPs are targeting at tourism mobility. Therefore, the information summarized in the STOMPs 

should especially take into account the requirements of tourists and how are they different to the 

requirements of inhabitants. 

5. When assessing sustainable mobility services, the whole touristic service chain will be taken into

3 Focus area 

3.1 The story behind the trail 

In 2021, the Roman limes was declared a UNESCO World Heritage Site. This recognition by the World 

Heritage Organisation, extending from Regensburg or, more precisely, from Eining all the way to 

Hungary, provides the coordinates for this trail. The trail follows the course of the Danube where the 

river once marked the Roman border and acted as a line of orientation. It leads through Germany, 

Austria, Slovakia, Hungary, Slovenia, and Serbia. But the Danube was already an axis of development and 

infrastructure prior to Roman times. Traces of human settlement go back 70,000 years. Archaeological 

treasures have been found and presented to the public in the Wachau region (e.g., Venus of Willendorf, 

40,000 years old) and in Serbia. They prove that, from time immemorial, the Danube has always been 

the central European axis for economic and cultural activity. The Romans brought a great deal of culture 

with them, but also prospered from Celtic and Germanic customs and techniques. Their main concern 

was the art of living and surviving along the Danube. Agriculture, urban culture, urban development – 

for example in Regensburg or Carnuntum – and ultimately philosophy was discovered, practiced, and 

fostered along the Danube. In particular, viticulture has its roots here, from the Wachau all the way to 

Serbia. The Danube formed the hub of trading routes converging from North and East (e.g., the Amber 

Road) and leading further southwards via Sopron, Szombathely, and Ljubljana, all the way to Aquileia in 

Veneto. While Emperor Marcus Aurelius in the second century AD resided in Carnuntum and was an 

intellectual still grounded on the spiritual world of the Roman gods, the final period of the Roman world 

along the Danube was increasingly shaped by Christianity. Leading religious personalities like St Florian, 

who died a martyr, and most notably St Martin and St Severin came to be pivotal figures in a world of 

dissolution and decay. Following the Roman Trail along the Danube opens up an astonishing perspective 

of achievements in logistics, architecture, and culture. Roman culture was neither domineering nor 

exclusive; it was opened to mixing with other cultures, to progress and friendship across its own borders. 

In this respect, the trail shows that “borders” are transitory and ultimately remain fluid. The Danube as a 

fluid border was therefore always a connecting force as well. 

 

The Roman period on the Danube spanned more than 450 years. During this epoch, a coherent 

system was built to defend the Imperium Romanum to the north, a border that went down in history as 

“Danubian Limes”. By definition, a border is a dividing line. The limes was intended as a division of the 

north and south and was in fact a military frontier. But was it actually an insurmountable barrier? Or was 

it open for border crossers, cultural exchange, and for new culture to emerge? The Danube (Lat. 

Danubius) is a flowing band that stretches from west to east across 2,888 kilometres. It flows through 

ten European states, and if you include water-bearing rivers, the number of “Danube states” is even 

higher. The route on which we shall follow in the Romans’ footsteps takes us from Germany to Serbia, 

through six countries with very diverse cultural histories, albeit always connected by the Danube. 

In modern-day united Europe, the borders are more permeable or almost non-existent, and yet each of 

these countries is still surrounded by its own border. Until not so long ago, when disembarking a Danube 

cruise ship in Budapest, you had to queue with your passport at the ship reception and were scrutinised 

by stern-looking officials, but a lot has changed for the better.

Destination 12: Carnutum (Austria) Sightseeing:  

Carnutum is an extraordinary Roman town complex on 

the Limes with a connection to the Amber Road. 

Destination 13: Bratislava (Slovakia) Sights:  

Devín Castle.  
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Destination 14: Győr (Hungary)  Sights:  

During Roman times, the settlement of Arrabona was 

located in the present-day urban area of Győr as a 

military camp (from which the river name Raab is 

derived). Széchenyi Square Remains of the fort. 

  

Destination 15: Sopron (Hungary) Sights:  

In Sopron, the Roman city of Scarbantia, Ruins of the 

Forum and the Scarbantia Fóruma Museum can be 

visited. An important place on the "Amber Road" for the 

Romans. 

Destination 16: Szombathely (Hungary)  Sights:  

In Szombathely, the once Roman Colonia Claudia 

Savaria, structural remains and partial reconstructions of 

the once magnificent settlement can be seen in the so 

called Járdányi Paulovics István Ruin Garden. It was 

connected to the Amber Road (visible: north and south 

gates through which the Amber Road led, ancient street 

pavements and the reconstruction of the temple of the 

Iseum, burial grounds).  

Szombathely is also the birthplace of Saint Martin of 

Tours (c. 316/317-397).  

Destination 17: Murska Sobota 

(Slovenia)  

Sights:  

In Murska Sobota, a Roman temple is said to have stood 

on the site of the Cathedral of St. Nicholas in the 2nd/3rd 

century (Roman tombstone of Viator built into the 

cathedral church. Regional museum in the castle. 

Destination 18: Ptuj (Slovenia) Sights: 

 on Slovenski Square one of the oldest open stone 

collections from the Roman period in Slovenia, the five-

metre-high Mithras Memorial Stone (2nd century). 

Destination 19: Pécs (Hungary) Sights:  

Pécs, called Sophianae (2nd century) in Roman times, 

later Quinque Ecclesiae ("Five Churches") was an 

important centre in Pannonia and capital of the province 

of Valeria. Remaining from this period: Roman ruin in 

front of the Cathedral of St. Peter and Paul. UNESCO 

World Heritage Site is the early Christian cemetery 

(Necropolis of Pécs, 4th century) from the late Roman 

period.  
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Destination 20: Novi Sad (Serbia) Sights:  

Petrovaradin: Under the Romans, a first bastion, Cusum, 

was built on this site in the 1st century, which was 

destroyed in the 5th century during the invasion by the 

Huns, but which was then expanded in the 18th century 

into the present Petrovaradin castle complex.  

Catacomb system. Museum of Vojvodina with an 

overview from the Stone Age to the 20th century. 

Destination 21: Sremska Mitrovica 

(Serbia) 

Sights:  

Sirmium, once a Celtic, then an Illyrian settlement was 

conquered by the Romans in 14 AD and grew to become 

the capital of the Roman province of Pannonia with the 

seat of the bishops of Sirmium.  

Destination 22: Zaječar (Serbia)  Sights:  

Near Zaječar (approx. 7km to the southwest) is the 

Galerius Palace of the ancient Felix Romuliana, 

designated a World Heritage Site in 2007 (Galerius was 

Caesar under Diocletian 293-311). The complete 

enclosing wall has been preserved with 20 mighty 

towers up to 15 m high, which imposingly express the 

fortified character.

Porta Praetoria 

Coming into the city centre from the river, you can see Germany’s most ancient stone building, the Porta 

Praetoria, a gateway dating from 179 A. D. Giant blocks of stone were used to construct this gate in the 

northern wall of the Roman military camp. It survives as a reminder of Castra Regina, the Roman 

settlement.

The Historical Museum is located in a former Minorities’ Monastery. The collection includes sections of 

art and culture from the Stone Age to the 19th century. The exhibition illuminates the Stone and Iron 

Age, the Roman times, the stone statuettes in the Middle Ages, life and trade in medieval Regensburg, 

the religious art from the 15th and 16th century, the living culture, and craft from the 16th until the 19th 

century.

Gäubodenmuseum – Sorviodurum 

 

Straubing was a military camp and Roman Danube port with the civilian settlement. 

Sorviodurum - the Roman name of Straubing - was an important military site on the Rhaetian Danube 

border. The finds from all the excavations remained in the Gäubodenmuseum, thus having an excellent 

Roman exhibit collection.  

The collection's highlight is the Roman treasure find from Straubing, discovered in autumn 1950. Its face 

helmets, greaves and horse foreheads still form the most extensive known complex of Roman parade 

armour.  

Of the other section of the Roman section, which was completed in 2012, the military area occupies a 

large space. Visitors get an overview of the life of the soldiers stationed in Straubing, their training, 

equipment, and armament up to their honourable discharge after 25 years of service. But life in the camp 

village with its traders and craftsmen's workshops is also presented in detail, as are Roman religion and 

oriental mystery cults, the cult of the dead and agriculture in the vicinity of the fort site. A large, 

reconstructed wall painting gives an impression of the living culture at the edge of the empire. Hoard 

finds from the turbulent decades of the 3rd century then led to Late Antiquity, the last time a Roman 

garrison was stationed in Straubing.

A large section of the museum is dedicated to the finds from the fort and the associated settlement. A 

commander's life-size figure greets the visitor. The visitor learns all about Roman life in Künzing-

Quintana, as the exhibits also reflect everyday life at the time. The military aspect of the fort comes to 

the fore when looking at eight metal hoard finds. They contain a wide range of weapons and equipment 

used by the soldiers and tell the story of the violent end of the fort in the 3rd century AD: buried as loot 

from raids by the Germanic attackers, they had been left behind when they retreated.

The newly designed Roman Museum Kastell Boiotro presents almost exclusively finds from Passau. They 

range from the Mesolithic period (8th - 6th millennium BC) to the end of the Roman Empire in 476 AD. 

The tour of the newly designed museum is full of variety. New media, such as a film with a virtual 

reconstruction of Passau in Roman times, touch screens and listening stations, numerous models and 

figurines, comprehensible texts in German and English, and over 600 exhibits explain the 400 years of 

Roman rule on the northern border of the empire. On the entrance level, a map, and a timeline with 

historical events in time and space introduce the topic of "Passau - Part of the Roman Empire".

Founded in 1293, the abbey is the only Trappist monastery in Austria and has a very eventful history. 

Bishop Bernhard (Wernhart) von Prambach founded the abbey in 1293, and Cistercian orders inhabited 

it in 1295. Considered the daughter monastery of Wilhering Abbey, Engelszell thus belonged to the 

filiation of Mormon, the primary abbey. Engelszell Abbey Church (built between 1754 and 1764) is an 

impressive church in the rococo style. It is crowned by a 76-m tower and features noteworthy works of 

art by Johann Georg Üblhör, Joseph Deutschmann and Bartolomeo Altomonte. Today, the only Trappist 

monastery in Austria is known for the liqueurs distilled here, Engelszell Trappist cheese and its new 

Trappist beer, which has been brewed in Engelszell Abbey since spring 2012 – something that’s unique 

within Austria. Its tipples include Gregorius, Benno and Nivard.

The “Panoramabühne Engelhartszell” (panorama stage) is a viewing point and is located by the 

“Panoramastraße”, which is a street that goes along the unique landscape features of the Sauwald region. 

The Sauwald belongs geologically to the Bohemian Massif. Between Passau and the natural attraction 

“Donauschlinge” lies the striking breakthrough valley of the Danube with its typical steep Danube 

floodplains. The difference in altitudes is massive – for example, around Vichtenstein, the landscape rises 

from an altitude of 250 m at the river to a height of 895 m at the Haugstein mountain.

Rossatz- Windstallgraben watchtower 

Due to the strength and design of the foundations, the building probably dates back to late antiquity 

(4th century). The square tower measured about 9 × 9 m, covered an area of around 12.4 m² [5]and was 

built over an older, smaller previous building from the 2nd to 3rd centuries AD. The walls were raised 

using the casting technique and measured 1.2 m. The north-east side running parallel to the B 33 was 

destroyed except for the foundation walls in the ditch.

The Roman fort's most prominent, well-preserved features in Mautern-Favianis are two high-rise towers 

incorporated into the medieval curtain wall (U-shaped, fan-shaped). The fort, which controlled a Danube 

crossing on the eastern end of the Wachau valley, lies below the medieval town centre and is well 

investigated. A cultural trail, which begins at the parking lot in front of the Römerhalle, guides visitors 

through the city's history.

Augustianis fort in Traismauer  

Excavations under the Traismauer Parish Church have unearthed a treasure trove for archaeologists. The 

church renovation in 1975 revealed vestiges of the walls and cement floors, thereby providing deep 

insights into the history of the parish church and the town of Traismauer. The oldest remains are from 

the Augustianis Fortress, the Roman military camp from the 1st c AD in ancient Tragisamus, the Latin 

name for Traisen. The fortress commandant originally had his office there.

The Venus of Galgenberg is a Venus figurine of the Aurignacian era, dating to about 30,000 years ago. 

The sculpture, also known in German as the Fanny von Galgenberg, was discovered in 1988 close to 

Stratzing, Austria, not far from the site of the Venus of Willendorf. The two statuettes are normally 

displayed in the same cabinet at the Museum of Natural History in Vienna to emphasise the special

Devín Castle 

 

Devín castle is one of the oldest castles in Slovakia. The castle was likely first mentioned in written sources 

in 864, when Louis the German besieged Prince Rastislav in one of the frequent wars between the Franks 

and Great Moravia respectively in the "castle of Dowina". On the other hand, the identification of Dowina 

with Devín Castle has been under debate based on alleged linguistic arguments and the absence of 

convincing archaeologic evidence. 

 

During the Great Moravian period, Devín was the center of a larger agglomeration. Its defensive role 

was strengthened by smaller hill forts on Devínska Kobyla (Na pieskach, Nad lomom). A pre-romanesque 

church was built on the castle approximately between 850 and 863/870. Its rare style is closest to 

churches from the Dalmatia and Noricum, from the areas with a persisting tradition of late antique and 

Byzantine architecture. The interior of the church was decorated with frescoes painted by colours 

originated (according to chemical analysis) in northern Italy.[8][9] Two styluses discovered by later 

research can indicate administrative or education work of the local priests. Along with other artefacts, 

six graves dated to the Great Moravian era were found near the church and are attributed to members 

of a retinue of the local ruler and their family members.

In Szombathely, the once Roman Colonia Claudia Savaria, structural remains and partial reconstructions 

of the once magnificent settlement can be seen in the socalled Járdányi Paulovics István Ruin Garden. It 

is assumed that this was the oldest Roman town in Hungary and owed its wealth in particular to the fact 

that, like Sopron and Carnutum, it was connected to the Amber Road (visible: north and south gates 

through which the Amber Road led, ancient street pavements and the reconstruction of the temple of 

the Iseum, burial grounds). Szombathely is also the birthplace of Saint Martin of Tours (c. 316/317-397). 

Possibility to explore the beautiful countryside from here on hikes to Murska Sobota (Slovenia), through 

which the Romans had also surely passed. 

 

You can visit the largest single remaining complex in ancient Savaria in the Ruin Garden, which is right 

by the cathedral and was named after renowned the Hungarian Pannonia researcher, István Járdányi-

Paulovics. This is the site where a monumental palace, visited by several Roman Emperors, once stood. 

The archaeological excavations that begun in 1932 unearthed Roman streets, private and public 

buildings, workshops, pottery kilns and even a breath-taking mosaic. In the Ruin Garden, you can walk 

along the basalt paved road once used by legions of Roman soldiers, see the ruins of the Mercurius 

sanctuary, the palace, and the octagonal bathhouse, as well as an exhibition of relics of Roman pottery.

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Murska Sobota Cathedral (Slovene: Stolna cerkev sv. Nikolaja) is a Roman Catholic cathedral dedicated 

to Saint Nicholas in the town of Murska Sobota, Slovenia. It has been the episcopal seat of the diocese 

of Murska Sobota since the diocese was created in 2006. Roman temples originally occupied the site. 

The first church here was built of wood from 1071, shortly after the Hungarians who had settled here 

converted to Christianity. Murska Sobota developed into a religious centre during the Middle Ages. The 

mediaeval second cathedral of 1350 was replaced in 1912 by the present Neo-Romanesque building, 

which includes some decorative elements of the Jugendstil. Reinforced concrete was used in the 

construction. The four bells from the old cathedral were re-hung in the new belfry. In 1992 a new organ 

was installed, which with 37 registers is one of the biggest in the country.

On Slovenski Square, one of the oldest open stone collections from the Roman period in Slovenia, 

the five-metre-high Mithras Memorial Stone (2nd century) in memory of Marcus Valerius Verus (mayor 

of Ptuj) - later used as a pillory in the Middle Ages, an archaeological park under construction, Roman 

games held annually for four days. 

 

During Roman times, Poetovio flourished here, the largest city in the area between the northern Adriatic 

and the Danube and an important centre of Mithraism. Today, two mithraeums (sanctuaries of the god 

Mithras) can be seen at the find site. In the middle of the old part of the city, you can see the oldest

Pécs, called Sophianae (2nd century) in Roman times 

 

Later Quinque Ecclesiae ("Five Churches") was an important centre in Pannonia and capital of the 

province of Valeria. Remaining from this period: Roman ruin in front of the Cathedral of St. Peter and 

Paul. UNESCO World Heritage Site is the early Christian cemetery (Necropolis of Pécs, 4th century) from 

the late Roman period. Burial chambers with Old Testament motifs probably created by wandering 

Roman artists (similar to Roman catacombs), mausoleum with wall paintings and marble sarcophagus. 

Impressive Visitor Centre (Széchenyi István square, Pécs) provides access to several burial chambers and 

other period monuments on the World Heritage Site.

Petrovaradin Castle 

Under the Romans, the first bastion, Cusum, was built on this site in the 1st century, which was destroyed 

in the 5th century during the invasion by the Huns, but which was then expanded in the 18th century 

into the present Petrovaradin castle complex. You can still visit parts of the catacomb system Museum 

of Vojvodina with an overview from the Stone Age to the 20th century. 

According to the latest archaeological research, the first and oldest settlement in Petrovaradin was 

founded by members of the Vinča culture in the Late Stone Age, between 4500 and 3200 BC. In contrast, 

the first fortification was built during the Copper Age (about 5000 years ago). From its prehistoric 

beginnings, Petrovaradin was part of the mighty Roman Empire, the Kingdom of Hungary, the Ottoman 

Empire, and the Habsburg Monarchy, with the Fortress being demolished and rebuilt several times while 

always retaining its instrumental military and strategic significance.

Sirmium 

 

Sirmium, once a Celtic, then an Illyrian settlement, was conquered by the Romans in 14 AD and grew to 

become the capital of the Roman province of Pannonia with the seat of the bishops of Sirmium. Emperor 

Marcus Aurelius occupied one of his headquarters here during the Macromannic Wars. Claudius 

Gothicus (214-270), Roman Emperor from 268-270, spent most of his life here. In 296, under Maximus 

Thrax, they marched from the city against the Sarmatians. From the reign of Emperor Diocletian (290), 

the palace of Sirmium also became the imperial residence of Galerius, Licinius and Constantine the 

Great and grew into one of the four capitals of the Roman Empire. Constantine lived in Sirmium for 500

C. Danube Cycle Path  

The Danube Cycle Path is a cycle path along the Danube, crossing four countries. It starts in the Black 

Forest in Donaueschingen and runs through Budapest to Constanta. The Danube Cycle Route is one of 

the most popular cycling routes in Europe. The section between Passau and Vienna, in particular, is very 

popular. Still, thanks to the developing cycling infrastructure, the Bratislava-Budapest section is 

increasingly visited by cycling tourists.

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4.8 Evaluation  

The quality of the route between sections is rated on three-point scales, according to the following 

aspects, which we believe are key to the pleasant – or at least plannable – travel experience: 

- Is there sustainable proximity between the two destinations? 

- How long is the journey time with the distance travelled? 

- How often do you need to change your mode of transport?  

- How frequent is the service?  

 

Along the cycling route, we considered the following aspects: 

- How safe is the given cycle route?  

- How well is the cycle route signposted? 

- Is there a bicycle repair service or rest area somewhere in the area? 

- Is a description of the route available? 

Finally, regarding tourism information we considered the following: 

- Is there an easy-to-find English description about the travel possibilities? 

- Do public transport travel planners include the section and are they easy to navigate? 

- Is there a description about possible attractions and relevant pois along the route?

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5 SWOT Analysis 

5.1 Sustainable mobility services along the trail 

 

Overall, sustainable mobility services along the route presented are good and well developed. The cycle 

network on the route is very good. There are several cycle paths (Eurovelo 6, Eurovelo 13, Amazon of 

Europe Bike Trail, Danube Cycle Path with cycle-related services (e.g., bike rental, bike service etc.) There 

are gaps in some areas (e.g., Szeged – Novi Sad), but future is to improve and develop cycle paths in 

these areas.  

Other transport between destinations within a country can be considered average. There are minor 

deficiencies along the route in the mod of public transport accessibility. Some areas are very well 

developed, but there are still many areas in need of improvement. East and south of Regensburg, the 

quality of services is very similar and of a high standard. The first quality deterioration is in the Slovak 

and Hungarian parts. Optimisation of the Hungarian-Slovenian border public transport needs to be 

improved, routes already exist, but density and quality still need improvement. Some improvements are 

also required within Hungary, which has some public transport modes. Still, the use of public transport 

is not efficient for longer distances (long journey times). Emphasis should be placed on reducing journey 

times, as the tourist may not experience several hours of unnecessary travel if they can do it in half the 

time by car. Moving on to Serbia, there is a need for greater emphasis on increasing the number of 

transport connections over the border crossings. However, significant improvements are needed in 

Serbia in terms of safe cycling routes and public transport frequency.  

In Serbian, a more minor settlements problem has been the lack of good transport links. Small, hidden 

places of interest to tourists, but far from larger towns and cities, are often accessible only by taxi or 

other unsustainable means of transport. Public transport is generally not accommodated for people with 

disabilities. Therefore, flexible transport services such as minibuses and community taxis are just some 

possible solutions to improve mobility services for people living in rural areas. 

 

When travelling in cities, there are several means of transport (e.g., bicycle, bus, metro). There are 

several places where you can rent a bicycle, making it easier to get around the city.

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5.2 Information services on sustainable mobility options along 

the trail 

 

You will find a mobility centre or tour inform in almost every town/city on the trail. At these points, 

tourists and travellers can get information about local transport, local attractions, and other helpful 

information. Tourists can find information not only about local public transport but also about 

transportation between towns and cities.  

However, there is a lack of language skills, and English is not always spoken (in smaller cities) in mobility 

centre or local public transport station. Regarding signposting, in some places, information is only 

available in the country's local language, except at railway stations.  

In addition to the mobile apps, you can also buy bus and train tickets and hire taxis and bicycles. In some 

municipalities, however, there is a lack of public transport information available online. 

For more information about the cities, their websites are usually available in 2 languages. Unfortunately, 

some towns and attractions are only local languages (no English or German). 

Signposting of cycle routes is international, often without translation, and this information is available in 

most places. The majority of the Eurovelo 6, Eurovelo 13 and Danube Cycle Path routes are signposted 

or planned.

6.2 General recommendations for the whole trail  

 

Description   

A booking system should be set up for each trail.  

For example, #3trail from Regensburg to Zajecar, bookable packages should be 

developed. Every traveller can book their stories route online.  

How the online system would work: 

Need to define a daily package including distance, sights, Danube stories, 

experiences, accommodation, or other services. In addition, the best mode of 

transport should be recommended for trips between the daily packages, so that 

the traveller can continue his journey. If necessary, the traveller can book online, 

e.g., a bicycle for the travel. In addition, local tourism service providers (bike 

rental, accommodation, tourism experts) should be involved.

7.1 Mobility center in Mosonmagyaróvár, Hungary 

 

General information 

Hungary, Győr-Moson – Sopron County, Mosonmagyaróvár  

 

Detailed description 

City of Mosonmagyaróvár located in the area called “Szigetköz” that can be found in north-western 

Hungary, close to three capital cities. There is in the vicinity of Bratislava and not too far from Wien and 

Budapest. The city is situated along the highway M1 and train line nr.1 between Wien and Budapest, 

with considerable international traffic, often called as the “gate” of the area. Szigetköz is a plain area with 

375 km2 territory, 52,5 km length and 6-8 km average width is technically an island since it is situated 

between the Danube main flow and its branches. The area is dominated by waters, with great active 

tourism potential. Canoeing on the “countless” number of branches of Danube River is becoming more 

popular year by year, as well as cycling, since the route of EuroVelo 6 goes through the area. 

In 2019, in frame of the Interreg project “Transdanube Pearls” a mobility center was established in the 

most populated town of the Szigetköz area, Mosonmagyaróvár. The aim of a mobility center on one 

hand was to provide reliable and personalized information to the tourists about the available sustainable 

mobility services inside the respective area and between the areas as well (pearls). On the other hand, 

the intention was to have an influence on the transport behaviour/patterns of the locals and raising their 

awareness to prefer the more sustainable solutions when they are travelling.  

The mobility center in the Szigetköz was established on an already existing tourist information structure, 

the information point (tour inform office) operated by the Association of Szigetköz Tourism. The mobility 

center provides tourism and mobility related information at the same time and same place, informing 

the future visitors how to get the destination in a sustainable way, then encouraging the already arrived 

ones to explore the Szigetköz area by using sustainable modes of transport. The existing organizational 

background of the association, together with its staff were suitable to adapt the new services coming 

from the new role. Tourists can find the office in the frequented pedestrian street of the city center, but 

the staff is also able to communicate with the clients via phone and e-mail.  

A closed, wooden bicycle storage was built with 26,25 m2 area, suitable for at least 20 bicycles inside. 

The storage is lockable, tourist can store their bicycles within the opening hours of the tour inform office 

(8:00-16:00 on weekdays, 9:00-12:00 on Saturdays - in season). In front of the office, a bicycle repair 

stand was installed with a bike pump and tools for making the basic repairs, and there is a possibility to 

charge e-bikes as well. Currently bicycle rental is not available.

An information panel was placed in the railway station of Mosonmagyaróvár that shows how to approach 

the mobility center in the city center by bicycle. 

The mobility center offers the following services at one place: 

 

- provide information for free of charge 

- provide general and credible mobility information including the following: information about 

actual timetables and fares; comparison of fares; door to door route planning; printing travel 

documents (e-ticket); personalized travel information, receiving transport related complaints 

and forward them to the relevant transport service provider; mobility information for disabled 

people 

- provide tourist offers of the area 

- planning of one day (or multiple days) trips in the area – optionally with the use of sustainable 

modes of transport 

- Ensure safe bicycle storage possibility in the closed and lockable storage facility 

- Bicycle self-repair and e-bike charging possibilities

GySEV or Raaberbahn is a Hungarian-Austrian railway company, which is a joint stock company. Majority 

of the shares owned by the Hungarian (65,6 %) and the Austrian (28,2 %) states, the remaining (6,1 %) 

of the shares belong to an Austrian construction company STRABAG. The company owns and operates 

a network with 509,2 km in western Hungary and eastern Austria. Besides cargo activities, GySEV is one 

of the two railway companies dealing with public rail passenger transport in Hungary. The number of 

passengers was 5,76 million in 2020, but before the COVID outbreak they had nearly 7,85 million 

passengers in 2019. 

 

The general approach of the railway company towards responsible transport can be considered as a 

good practice including many aspects and solutions to mention. Many services that GySEV offers to the 

passengers serve the purpose of sustainability: 

 

- Almost all of the lines are electrified, ensuring environmental-friendly way of transport 

- There are many P+R and B+R facilities constructed along the operated lines in order to increase 

intermodally in the sector of passenger transport. P+R capacity is nearly 400, while more than 1500 

bicycles can be stored in the installed B+R facilities in relation to 39 railway stations/stops. 

- combined ticket solutions: GySEV sells various type of combined tickets covering the costs of 

additional services beside the train journey. Combined tickets can be purchased in relation to: 

1. the most populated cities along GySEV lines (Sopron, Győr, Szombathely), including the 

round trip railway ticket and unlimited use of local buses in the selected city for 2 persons 

2. Specific programmes concerning some of the main tourist attractions in the region (Győr 

Zoo, Bük spa, Nagycenk castle). The combined tickets include the round trip railway ticket, 

the costs of getting to the attraction from the railway station (local buses, bus transfer, 

narrow-gauge train depends on the destination), and the admission costs as well.

4. 1-2 days cycling trips in different destinations of Western Transdanubia (Fertő Lake, Őrség, 

Vadása Lake), including bicycle rental and guidance, culinary experiences, admission to 

different exhibitions that depends on the selected tour, and accommodation if it is relevant.

6. combined season tickets between specific settlements (1. Nádasd-Körmend-Szombathely, 

2. Püspökmolnári – Szombathely, 3. Zalaegerszeg - Körmend - Haris – Szentgotthárd) 

including the access for train and bus services as well. 

 

- possibility to send special travel requests online. Passengers can indicate their special travel 

circumstances on the online surface in advance. Thanks for this method, the railway company can

Annex 1: Standards and scripts of stories 

All stories follow the same standard and script  

• Catching (Why should someone choose the trail for a trip along the Danube. Define a message 

every visitor should be able to bring home remember from the trip along the Danube).  

• Simple (start from people´s knowledge and perception of the Danube, what has to be 

corrected/extended? Evolve from there an easy to grasp topic and a clear storyline) 

• Unexpected (start with a common schema or myth, go on a treasure hunt, trigger curiosity, 

following a dramaturgy of climax and unexpected twist/revelation/new perspective, open the 

visitor´s mind for new aspects) 

• Concrete (translate the abstract concept of the meta-narrative into concreate, tangible material 

= heritage sites etc., set abstract conditions into understandable proportions and relationships, 

get a feeling for pace of the Danube/for dimensions/for time) 

• Locatable (story materialising in space = concrete events at concrete destinations evolving the 

story along the geography of the trail, overlapping events at destinations throughout history) 

• Experienceable (how can we translate the story into experiences along the trail and within 

destinations?) 

• Credible (distinguish between “story” as a “myth” and “story” as “history”, oppose fake news) 

• Emotional (attach people to the story, situations/problems/needs/ longings that are inherent in 

every human´s psyche, experience with all senses) 

• Personal (develop the story along people´s lives, fates, fortunes etc., from former ways of living 

to today´s lifestyle) 

Each story shall evolve along the trail and reflect in each destination. Therefore, the story shall include 

the following script: 

• Main storyline for the whole itinerary 

• Specific parts of the story in selected destinations (not everything everywhere, but clear emphasis 

of what you can see and experience at the specific destination, but always reflecting the main 

storyline) that work like puzzle pieces that link to the main storyline 

• Ideas for experiences 

• Modular composition (in case of too long itineraries for general travellers´ vacation span, split 

the story into modules that can be woven together in consecutive trips)
