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PART A 

1 Background 

The Danube brings together the history of Europe. Humankind used the Danube from the very 

beginning as a promising place to live and to make business. Today, the Danube region is rich in 

cultural and natural heritage. The project Transdanube Travel Stories recognises tourism as important 

option to use this heritage and play an important role in regional development, especially in the 

remote regions of the Danube region. However, there is still little awareness of the Danube macro-

region as a touristic area with rich natural and cultural heritage. European Cultural Routes and other 

networks are a first step towards transnational cooperation. They focus strongly on preservation, not 

offering innovative touristic products at the destinations or along trails, nor including sustainable 

mobility into their existing touristic products. Resultant, tourists rather drive from one site to the next 

by car, lacking deeper understanding for the region and appreciation of the sites.  

 

The project main objective is to support sustainable tourism development by applying 

innovative promotion concepts (new narratives) and existing mobility management tools. The 

objective is supported by activities to position the sites´ heritage within the wider context of the 

Danube macro-region with tools to experience this heritage building up a Danube memory 

(narratives). Mobility management includes ways to inform tourists about how to get to the region 

and around by other means than individual transport. Additionally, to the development of institutions 

(product clubs, mobility centres) and instruments (mobility plans, narratives, apps etc.), the 

achievement of the main objective is supported by cooperation, capitalisation and promotion 

activities that present the Danube region as touristic area at international conferences. 

 

The project is aiming at three specific objectives:  

1. Employ innovative (more holistic) promotion approaches 

2. Integrate sustainable mobility management measures/tools in route and destination management 

3. Advance institutional capacity by sharing experience and capitalizing results among relevant stakeholders 

 

How to integrate sustainable mobility management measures/tools in route and destination 

management? 

Mobility management includes ways to inform tourists about how to get to a specific destination 

and more around within the destination by other means than individual motorized transport.  

Mobility management uses three important instruments:  

1. Mobility Manager - take overall responsibility for developing and introducing mobility management 

2. Mobility Centre - is the operating unit at the urban/regional level 

3. Mobility Plan - most common instrument for site Mobility Management 

The project is addressing these three instruments with different activities:  
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1. Mobility management trainings will provide relevant stakeholders with the necessary knowledge and 

skills to develop and introduce mobility management at the destination and trail level. The people 

trained will become Mobility managers 

2. Mobility managers could be used to provide all relevant information to tourists and to coordinate the 

activities in the field of sustainable tourism mobility management in a region. They can do that in 

different positions and locations. One possibility would be to establish a mobility centre which can be 

approached by tourists in order to get the necessary information (either via the internet, via phone or in 

person). The guideline elaborated as well as the experiences gained when establishing 12 mobility 

centres in the course of the Transdanube.Pearls project can be used by the partners to establish a 

mobility centre at their destination.  

3. Mobility plans or in the case of this project Sustainable Tourism Mobility Plans (STOMPs). These 

STOMPs will be the focus of this guideline.  

 

What is a Sustainable Tourism Mobility Plan (STOMP)? 

STOMPs will provide the strategic background for improving mobility services on trail and 

destination level. The implementation of the necessary mobility management measures on 

route/network level will be supported by installing mobility managers. These persons will organise 

necessary mobility services and coordinate activities of different partners aiming the overall 

improvement of the sustainable transport system.  

The STOMPs will therefore be the working programme for the mobility managers. Besides that, the 

STOMPs provide a valuable collection of information which can be used to design green travel 

products.  

 

Building upon the 6 stories, for each of the 6 resultant trails a STOMP will be elaborated by the 

responsible project partners. These are:  

• Tourism Board Linz (LT) 

• West Pannon Regional and Economic Development (WP) 

• Institute for Culture, Tourism and Sport Murska Sobota (IC) 

• Croatian Association for Tourism and Rural Development „The Village Membership Club” (CA) 

• Association for promoting tourism in Oradea and its region (OR) 

• Danube Parks Network (DP) 

 

Once the approximate outline of the story is set and the destinations are chosen, the trail appears 

and will be assessed according to its accessibility by sustainable means of transport. 

 

What is the purpose of this guideline? 

The document provides the partners working on the development of a STOMP with a common 

guideline in form of a template. This should ensure a comparable quality and depth of information 

of the STOMPs.  
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The guideline defines the document’s structure, the minimal contents and the maximum length of 

chapters. To enable a good quality of the STOMPs, the PPs should stick to the given guideline. 

The guideline furthermore specifies the most important terms from the field of mobility management  
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2 Definitions and specifications 

2.1 Stories, trails and destinations  

Stories 

The project is expected to come up with 6 stories in the Danube region.  

• All stories follow the same standard and script (see Annex 1) 

• Each story shall evolve along the trail and reflect in each destination. Therefore, the story shall 

include a specific script (see Annex 1) 

• The stories shall include destinations out of the destination-pool (defined by the partners) that 

reflect the story. 

• In every story that will be developed, the four meta-narratives (“change", "connect", "relax", 

"discover“) should be represented. The destinations (chosen from the pool of destinations defined 

above) included derive from the story. 

 

Trail 

We call the routes, that follow the stories “TRAILS”, to differentiate from the cultural routes also 

involved in this project. (like the St. Martin of Tours-Route, the Route of emperors and kings, the 

Route of Jewish heritage, etc.).  

• Each trail follows a different story.  

• For each trail, the responsible partner has to elaborate a STOMP 

• Each trail can be travelled along by sustainable means of transport.  

• All included destinations and sites of a specific trail have to be accessible!  

• Potentially, sustainable transport can be part of the story: train ride in an old Art Nouveau train 

carriage, pilgrimage by walking, cycling for experiencing nature, bus ride to encounter local people, 

ship to experience ancient-day travelling etc. 

 

Destination 

A destination is a village or town where a point of interest selected to tell a specific part of a story 

is located. Destinations shall be chosen that can be reached in a consecutive way and which therefore 

define a certain trail. Destinations can be combined from different cultural routes and thematic 

backgrounds (cluster of themes) according to the story.  

 

Point of interest  

A point of interest in this project is a location representing a specific touristic attraction within a 

destination (e.g. a museum, a nature park, an architectural highlight). It is this specific point of interest 

where a specific part of a story will be told by a guide/an app / experienced by the tourist. One 

destination normally offers a larger set of points of interest, but it might be only one or few of them 

that are relevant for the story. It is these point(s) of interest that will be visited by the tourist. Besides 

the point of interest relevant for the story, a tourist might need/want to visit other points of interest 

e.g. a hotel, a restaurant or a railway station. This is why besides the point of interest level, the level 

of destination is relevant for the STOMPs.  
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2.2 (Sustainable) transport and mobility 

The term mobility commonly describes the movability and the actual movement of people and 

goods. Transport related mobility takes into account that part of mobility which generates traffic. 

Mobility in this sense comprises the movement of people/goods from a location to another, creating 

traffic. For that people/goods are using different modes of transport including air, rail, road, water, 

cable, pipeline, and space. 

We are focusing on the sustainable mobility of people – freight transport is NOT taken into 

account. 

 

There are many definitions of the sustainable transport, and of the related terms sustainable 

transportation and sustainable mobility. The European Union Council of Ministers of Transport 

defines a sustainable transportation system as one that: 

• Allows the basic access and development needs of individuals, companies and society to be met safely and 

in a manner consistent with human and ecosystem health and promotes equity within and between 

successive generations. 

• Is Affordable, operates fairly and efficiently, offers a choice of transport mode, and supports a competitive 

economy, as well as balanced regional development. 

• Limits emissions and waste within the planet’s ability to absorb them, uses renewable resources at or below 

their rates of generation, and uses non-renewable resources at or below the rates of development of 

renewable substitutes, while minimizing the impact on the use of land and the generation of noise. 

With the activities of our project we are focusing on energy efficiency, multimodal travel 

chains including train, bus, bike, hiking and shipping. 

 

2.3 Sustainable tourism (mobility)  

The world tourism organization defines sustainable tourism as:  

"Tourism that takes full account of its current and future economic, social and environmental impacts, 

addressing the needs of visitors, the industry, the environment and host communities"1 

Sustainable tourism should: 

o Make optimal use of environmental resources that constitute a key element in tourism development, 

maintaining essential ecological processes and helping to conserve natural heritage and biodiversity. 

o Respect the socio-cultural authenticity of host communities, conserve their built and living cultural 

heritage and traditional values, and contribute to inter-cultural understanding and tolerance.

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o Ensure viable, long-term economic operations, providing socio-economic benefits to all stakeholders that 

are fairly distributed, incl. stable employment and income-earning opportunities and social services to 

host communities and contributing to poverty alleviation. 2 

As 50 % - 75 % of environmental impacts of tourism are caused by transport (air pollutants, noise, 

greenhouse gas emissions, land take, damage of landscape and villages)3, sustainable mobility in 

tourism is a very important component of sustainable tourism development. Sustainable tourism 

needs sustainable access and mobility: zero emissions, healthy and environmentally friendly, energy 

efficient and carbon neutral, comfortable and flexible from home door to hotel door 

 
Following up on the project Transdanube and Transdanube.Pearls we continue to support the 

common vision signed by more than 70 stakeholders from the tourism and transport sector from 

the Danube region:  

The common vision and aim is to develop a Danube region, which provides socially fair, economically viable, 

environmentally friendly and health promoting mobility and tourism for citizens and guests of the region by 

developing of climate friendly, low carbon and low-emission, multimodal and efficient transport systems and 

sustainable tourism services based on renewable energy sources, saving energy and resources, preserving natural 

and cultural heritage and taking care of the sensitive Danube ecosystems and landscapes while at the same time 

ensuring sustainable regional development and offering new chances for green economy and green jobs in the 

region. To this end we will strengthen our endeavors, dedicate resources and develop further our collaborations 

to promote the practical implementation of our common vision.

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Based on these definitions and specifications the following principles need to be applied for the 

elaboration of the STOMPs:  

1. The focus areas of the STOMPs are the trails including the transport nodes necessary to getting there 

and away. Each trail consists of a set of points of interest in selected destinations that reflect the story 

2. The STOMP should include information about the possibilities to travel the respective trail by sustainable 

means of transport.  

3. Sustainable means of transport (or sustainable mobility services) including train, bus, bike, hiking and 

shipping 

4. STOMPs are targeting at tourism mobility. Therefore the information summarized in the STOMPs should 

especially take into account the requirements of tourists and how are they different to the requirements 

of inhabitants. 

5. When assessing sustainable mobility services the whole touristic service chain will be taken into account

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PART B 

3 Focus area 

Trail #1 is one of six interconnected thematic routes within the Transdanube Travel Stories project. 

Each route travels a specific section of the Danube. Trail #1 focuses on the middle course of the river 

with destinations and points of interest in Austria, Slovakia, Hungary, Croatia and Romania. 

 

This trail along the middle part of the Danube course invites you to discover a different Europe: the 

Europe of the Danube which is obviously distinct from the Europe of the Rhine. On our route from 

Linz to Novi Sad and Timişoara a “liquid space” in permanent transition reveals. It has been moving 

between the Occident and the Orient for many centuries, and the aftershocks of the most recent 

political transformations are still waving. Moreover, the wounds and traces of fascism and 

communism are still determining the societies and the urban architecture. On the other hand, 

surprising technological innovations and artistic creativity are building a sharp contrast to the flowing 

history. The rich cultural diversity makes Danube-Europe to a unique region of the world showing all 

the treasure and turmoil Mama Duna has collected from the waters of her tributary rivers. You can 

never step twice into the same river: The Danube – and its region – is in a permanent change. It will 

change your mind too. 

 

3.1 The story behind the trail 

Without the claim to explore and understand Europe on the Danube - that is, the Danube region - 

the whole of Europe will never be understood either. Recently, there has been a lot of talk about the 

need for a new narrative, a new telling of Europe. This narrative is important to get people more 

excited about Europe again. Everyone immediately recognises that there are certain differences 

between the western and eastern halves of the continent, and that understanding is complicated by 

the fact that the transition cannot be defined by a sharp border (as was the case 32 years ago). 

Rather, in the Danube region there is a fluid transition. So far so good. But - hand on heart - do we 

know the real reasons for the differences and the actual circumstances on the ground? Do we see 

the connections behind the increasingly clichéd descriptions? Do we know what questions and 

concerns the people in this region have? When and how they celebrate success, what they are happy 

about? 

The story of a Europe on the Danube marks the start of an expedition lasting several days to what is 

probably the continent's most famous river, which aims to answer the question of what constitutes 

this "other Europe" on the Danube. We want to understand how people think, see, feel and taste 

there. We are in search of "Europe on the Danube". We want to find concrete evidence of the 

existence and character of Danube Europe: concrete places, events, people or even stories. We 

immerse ourselves in seemingly familiar cities and landscapes that turn out to be completely new 
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and unusual. We follow stories and also look for hidden, less visible places. We learn directly from 

the local people why people see many things differently on the Danube than - let's say - on the 

Rhine. We let ourselves be carried along by the river. 

 

• This trail invites the visitor to discover a different Europe: The Europe of the Danube which is 

obviously distinct from the rest of Europe – it’s a „liquid space”. 

• The expedition’s main question is: What makes the difference? Where to find evidences for the 

existence of a different Danubian Europe? 

• The expedition’s aim is: to identify and discover some of these unique peculiarities of this “liquid 

space”. 

• The expedition’s methodology is: to detect hidden places and background stories, meet local 

people (witnesses of the past or contemporary artists), taste the diversity (also through gastronomy) 

– think, sense, look, taste and touch. 

• The expedition’s (expected) outcome is: not just to know more, but to understand the Europe of the 

Danube. As a result, the trail will change the mindset of the visitors who will be able to overcome 

clichés, recognise wider relations and structures.

Destination 1 (starting point): Linz (AUT) 

From the "Führer's" Capital of Culture to the 

European Capital of Culture 

Connections: European Capital of Culture, UNESCO 

City of Media Arts 

Labels: upheaval/transformation, ups and downs of 

the 20th century, innovation/questions of the future 

 

"Linz changes" was the motto of the European 

Capital of Culture Linz 09: the city on the Danube has 

made the great leap from the gloomy past of the 

Nazi era and the grey industrial plants into the 

innovative and creative future. Borders have always 

been crossed in Linz - even today, when the city 

attracts many creative, experimental and 

enterprising people. 

 

Destination 2: Mauthausen (AUT) 

Labels: ups and downs of the 20th century 

 

Between 1938 and 1945, about 190,000 people from 

more than 40 nations were imprisoned in the 

concentration camps Mauthausen and Gusen or in 

one of the sub-camps. Today, the Mauthausen 

Memorial (POI) is a European place of remembrance 

and historical-political education. 

 

Destination 3: Krems an der Donau (AUT) 

Labels: innovation/questions of the future 

 

In the middle of the picturesque Wachau, Krems has 

developed into an international Danube educational 

and cultural centre.

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Destination 4: Zwentendorf (AUT) 

Labels: upheaval/transformation, 

innovation/questions of the future 

 

The small village of Zwentendorf on the Danube is 

known for the only nuclear power plant in Europe 

that was completely built but never put into 

operation. 

Destination 5: Bratislava (SVK)  

Little-Big Central Europe 

Connection: Project "Danube Pearls” 

Labels: Unique diversity, upheaval/transformation 

 

Bratislava stands as an example of European 

transformation over the centuries: coronation city of 

the Hungarian kings during the monarchy, part of 

the various formations of the Czechoslovak state, 

capital of independent Slovakia since 1993. The 

inhabitants rediscover the historical diversity of the 

city itself: they realise that the Jewish or the 

Hungarian heritage is also a part of them.  

 

Destination 6: Čunovo (SVK)  

Labels: innovation/questions of the future 

 

The Danubiana Meulensteen Museum (POI) is 

located on the peninsular end of a Danube 

embankment and is the first private museum of 

modern art in Slovakia. 

 

Destination 7: Sopron (HUN) 

European Picnic at the Gateway to Freedom 

Connection: European Heritage sites 

Labels: Pendulum between East and West, Ups and 

downs of the 20th century, Separate yet connected 

 

The site of the so-called Pan-European Picnic in 1989 

near Sopron, on the Austro-Hungarian border, is a 

European Heritage Site. It commemorates a turning 

point in the historic transformation year of 1989. 

During the peace demonstration, some 700 GDR 

refugees crossed a border gate into Austria. The 

memorial park is also ideal for meetings with 

contemporary witnesses - many of whom still live in 

Sopron today. 

 

Destination 8: Mosonmagyaróvár (HUN) 

 

Innovation and technology for young and old in the 

interactive science adventure centre "Futura". 

 

Destination 9: Komárom (HUN) / Komárno (SVK) 

The Danube divides, the Danube connects 

Labels: Ups and downs of the 20th century, Separate 

yet connected. 

 

The districts on the two banks of the Danube were 

separated in 1920, a new connection brought 

European unification, and the newest Danube bridge 

has stood here since 2020. The two spectacular 

fortresses of Komárom tell of bright and dark 

chapters in European history. 

 

Destination 10: Esztergom (HUN) / Štúrovo (SVK) 

The voice of the Danube is the voice of the people 

Labels: Ups and downs of the 20th century, Separate 

yet connected, Innovation/questions of the future 

 

The Hungarian King Stephen I was born and later 

crowned in Esztergom. With his policies, Hungary 

opted for the Christian Western world. You can reach 

Štúrovo in Slovakia via the Marie-Valerie Bridge, 

which was rebuilt in 2001. The bridge keeper's house 

is now an international artists' residence, and the 

AquaPhone Festival each year tells of the voices of 
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people who communicated over water in times of 

separation.  

 

Destination 11: Visegrád (HUN) 

Central European Alliance with Vision? 

Labels: Pendulum between East and West, 

Upheaval/Transformation, Unique Diversity 

 

In 1991, the Visegrád Group was formed here, which 

today includes Poland, the Czech Republic, Slovakia 

and Hungary. The cooperation dates back to a 

summit meeting of the Polish, Bohemian and 

Hungarian kings in 1335. Visegrád Castle offers a 

magnificent panorama of the Danube bend - a 

perfect place to learn more about the V4 and reflect 

on its future role. 

 

Destination 12: Szentendre (HUN) 

Connection: European Heritage site 

Labels: Unique Diversity 

 

A picturesque small town as an example of 

historically grown multiculturalism and 

multiconfessionalism, as well as with numerous small 

galleries and studios. 

 

Destination 13: Budapest (HUN) 

Where truth, there poetry? Monuments tell their 

story(s) 

Connections: European Jewish Heritage Cultural 

Route, European Heritage sites, UNESCO World 

Heritage site, UNESCO City of Design 

Labels: Upheaval/transformation, Ups and downs of 

the 20th century, Innovation/questions of the future 

 

Budapest's memorials and monuments offer their 

version of history (traumas and glorious moments). 

Trianon, occupations, revolutions, persecutions, 

massacres, fascism and communism are retold and 

interpreted, but often understood very differently. 

Today, Budapest is a vibrant, diverse European 

metropolis where many cultures live together in 

peace.  

Destination 14: Dunaújváros (HUN) 

Stalin's iron monster in the forest 

Labels: Pendulum between East and West, Ups and 

Downs of the 20th Century, Upheaval/Transformation 

 

The construction of “Stalin Town” (Sztálinváros), later 

Dunaújváros, was very much in the spirit of those 

communist planned cities in Eastern Europe that 

were built along with a new industrial plant. The 

discovery of the architecture of socialist realism 

finally leads us into the forest: the former open-air 

exhibition of the iron combine "shows" abandoned 

industrial colossi of the ironworks. 

 

Destination 15: Paks (HUN) 

 

The Paks nuclear power plant as a functioning 

counterpart to Zwentendorf - questions of 

sustainability in the Danube region. 

 

Destination 16: Mohács (HUN) 

 

The site of the lost battle of 500 years ago is a place 

of great Hungarian trauma and European drama. 

How does remembrance culture work here today? 

Destination 17: Pécs (HUN) 

Two thousand years of European history to kiss 

awake 

Roman catacombs, Ottoman mosques, traces of the 

Renaissance, Habsburg architecture, Bauhaus and 

socialist modernism: Pécs is a (Central) European 
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Connection: Roman Emperors Wine Route, UNESCO 

World Heritage Site, European Capital of Culture 2010 

Labels: upheaval/transformation, pendulum between 

East and West, unique diversity 

 

mini-mundus. The 2010 Capital of Culture 

programme brought a concert hall with multi-award-

winning architecture and acoustics, but above all the 

resurrection of the Zsolnay Porcelain Manufactory - 

a fairytale world of colourful, gingerbread-like 

buildings, turrets, chimneys, many statues and 

figures. 

 

Destination 18: Liberland (HRV/SRB) 

 

The crypto-state is a small piece of Danube land 

between Croatia and Serbia that nobody wants. The 

"fun republic" proclaimed here should be 

understood as a warning that the Balkan wars of the 

1990s have not been concluded without gaps. 

 

Destination 19: Vukovar (HRV) 

Between war wounds and future perspectives 

Connection: Danube Pearls Project 

Labels: Ups and Downs of the 20th Century, 

Upheaval/Transformation 

 

Vukovar must not be reduced to the war, even if the 

city with the shot-up water tower is a memento of 

the Yugoslav wars. In the meantime, there is a 

completely different Vukovar, where much culture 

can be discovered: from Stone Age to contemporary 

art. The Vukovar Film Festival is dedicated to new 

productions from the Danube region. 

 

Destination 20: Novi Sad (SRB) 

New Bridges to Europe 

Connection: European Capital of Culture 2022, Jewish 

Heritage Cultural Route 

Labels: upheaval/transformation, ups and downs of 

the 20th century, innovation/questions of the future, 

unique diversity 

 

In the Kosovo war, NATO bombed the Danube 

bridges just 22 years ago. Now Novi Sad will be the 

European Capital of Culture 2022 under the motto 

"For New Bridges". Novi Sad (Neoplanta, Újvidék, 

Neusatz) is proud of its multicultural tradition, but is 

also trying to reinvent itself. The city is young: the 

university, the gaming industry and festivals are high 

on the agenda. New creative places are emerging 

through the revitalisation of industrial sites. 

 

Destination 21 (end point): Timişoara (ROU) 

Overcoming oneself and shining on Europe 

Connection: European Capital of Culture 2023, Jewish 

Heritage Cultural Route 

Labels: upheaval/transformation, ups and downs of 

the 20th century, innovation/questions of the future, 

unique diversity 

 

The future European Capital of Culture 2023 is a 

place of multiethnicity and multilingualism. The 

Romanian, German and Hungarian theatres are a 

strong symbol of European coexistence in the 

Danube region. Timişoara tells a European story of 

rising lights, dictatorship and revolution, but 

currently also of innovative cultural awakening. 
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3.3 The destinations and points of interest

The small village of Zwentendorf on the Danube is known for the only nuclear 

power plant in Europe that was completely built but never put into operation. 

Civil organisations, but also critical artists, campaigned against the nuclear 

power plant. In the subsequent referendum in 1978, a narrow majority of 

people decided against commissioning. Subsequently, the non-

commissioning led to the Atomic Blocking Act, according to which no nuclear 

power plants may be built in Austria in the future without a referendum. The 

discourse around Zwentendorf was a turning point in the development of the 

understanding of democracy in Austria. 

 

Guided tours are offered at the nuclear power plant - it is a perfect place to 

reflect on civil engagement, understanding democracy and sustainability in 

Europe.

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Liberland (HRV/SRB) 

The easiest way to enter Liberland is with LSA assistance (E-Mail: info@liberlandsa.org, phone numbers: +385 

99 841 6836, +381 64 4276428, +45 29714935). Border crossing into Liberland is often prevented by Croatian 

border guards, although you can still try getting in as the border isn't clearly marked. There are reports of 

people attempting to enter the area being arrested by Croatian authorities. Getting in from Serbia by boat is 

reported to be more convenient, though the Serbian government considers it illegal and travellers attempting 

to use this route have reportedly been detained as well. 

 

Liberland is connected to Croatia by road, but the roads are in bad condition, so it may not be possible to 

reach Liberland by car — in which case, you have to continue by foot. There is no regular bus connection to 

Liberland; however, you can take a train or bus to Osijek, take another bus to Zmajevac and then continue by 

foot or by bike. Bus connections between Osijek and Zmajevac are very infrequent, though — only twice a 

week. You can also cycle or hike to Liberland from Osijek (about 30 km). Attention: There are no 

accommodation facilities, restaurants or supermarkets in Liberland. If you go there on your own and want to 

stay over night, you must bring a tent. There are also no railways or public transport in Liberland.

Border crossing into Liberland is often prevented by Croatian 

border guards, although you can still try getting in as the border isn't clearly marked. There are reports of 

people attempting to enter the area being arrested by Croatian authorities. Getting in from Serbia by boat is 

reported to be more convenient, though the Serbian government considers it illegal and travellers attempting 

to use this route have reportedly been detained as well. 

 

Liberland is connected to Croatia by road, but the roads are in bad condition, so it may not be possible to 

reach Liberland by car — in which case, you have to continue by foot. There is no regular bus connection to 

Liberland; however, you can take a train or bus to Osijek, take another bus to Zmajevac and then continue by 

foot or by bike. Bus connections between Osijek and Zmajevac are very infrequent, though — only twice a 

week. You can also cycle or hike to Liberland from Osijek (distance: approx. 30 km). There are also no railways 

or public transport in Liberland. Attention: There are no accommodation facilities, restaurants or supermarkets 

in Liberland. If you go there on your own and want to stay over night, you must bring a tent.

Annex 1: Standards and scripts of stories 

All stories follow the same standard and script  

• Catching (Why should someone choose the trail for a trip along the Danube. Define a 
message every visitor should be able to bring home remember from the trip along the 
Danube).  

• Simple (start from people´s knowledge and perception of the Danube, what has to be 
corrected/extended? Evolve from there an easy to grasp topic and a clear storyline) 

• Unexpected (start with a common schema or myth, go on a treasure hunt, trigger 
curiosity, following a dramaturgy of climax and unexpected twist/revelation/new 
perspective, open the visitor´s mind for new aspects) 

• Concrete (translate the abstract concept of the meta-narrative into concreate, tangible 
material = heritage sites etc., set abstract conditions into understandable proportions 
and relationships, get a feeling for pace of the Danube/for dimensions/for time) 

• Locatable (story materialising in space = concrete events at concrete destinations 
evolving the story along the geography of the trail, overlapping events at destinations 
throughout history) 

• Experienceable (how can we translate the story into experiences along the trail and 
within destinations?) 

• Credible (distinguish between “story” as a “myth” and “story” as “history”, oppose fake 
news) 

• Emotional (attach people to the story, situations/problems/needs/ longings that are 
inherent in every human´s psyche, experience with all senses) 

• Personal (develop the story along people´s lives, fates, fortunes etc., from former ways of 
living to today´s lifestyle) 

Each story shall evolve along the trail and reflect in each destination. Therefore, the story shall 
include the following script: 

• Main storyline for the whole itinerary 
• Specific parts of the story in selected destinations (not everything everywhere, but clear 

emphasis of what you can see and experience at the specific destination, but always 
reflecting the main storyline) that work like puzzle pieces that link to the main storyline 

• Ideas for experiences 
• Modular composition (in case of too long itineraries for general travellers´ vacation span, 

split the story into modules that can be woven together in consecutive trips)
